Organisations, networks and people working on HIV/AIDS and Tuberculosis in Latin America 
and the Caribbean (LAC) and Eastern Europe and Central Asia have recently come together 
in reaction to potential changes to the Global Fund’s prioritisation model currently under 
discussion. There are strong concerns that changes to the existing model could effectively 
exclude countries with concentrated epidemics from accessing Global Fund resources. This 
could have serious repercussions for a significant number of countries in LAC, Eastern 
Europe and Central Asia, and the Middle East and North Africa. 
 
In response, a petition was developed and widely disseminated in Latin America and the 
Caribbean, and Eastern Europe and Central Asia. The petition respectfully requests Board 
members of the Global Fund to consider the needs of countries with concentrated epidemics 
when revising the prioritisation model, so as to ensure that prioritisation does not further 
compound the effects of existing eligibility criteria. 1188 signatures have been collected in just 
over 8 days. We believe that the strong support that this petition has received clearly reflects 
the urgent need for the continual investment of Global Fund resources throughout LAC, and 
Eastern Europe and Central Asia. 
 
We hope that you will consider this petition when engaging in discussions on prioritisation at 
the upcoming Global Fund Board meeting next week so as to ensure that the impact of the 
Global Fund continues to be Global.
